Earlier in May, a poignant moment for British sport took place with 
the Service of Thanksgiving for the life and work of Sir Stirling Moss 
at Westminster Abbey - celebrating the life of one of the most revered 
figures in motorsport history.

    Damon Hill, Stirling Moss’ godson, led the procession into the 
abbey carrying Sir Stirling’s white helmet, ten British Racing Driving 
Club Gold Stars and the Monaco 1961 trophy. 
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Overnight rains and morning sprinkles kept some of the British 
cars in their respective garages on Sunday’s British Motorcar Day at 
the Suwanee Town Center. Even with the early morning weather, a 
good number of folks did make the trip over and enjoyed a beautiful 
afternoon as the skies cleared and the sun came out.
