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Jaguar MKk2 restoration — Part 13

I had several days off between Christmas and New Years, the weather was unseasonably nice, and I
made the best of it. I got more done than I had expected, mostly by rationalizing that it was only go-
ing to get colder and the kitchen refresh project would be best done when it is really cold outside.

My biggest concern from the last update turned out to be a trivial matter. The hood latch lever can be
easily released by poking a big screwdriver through the openings in the grill and pushing it at the
same time as the bonnet is lightly bounced. It took all of two minutes. What didn’t take two minutes
was getting the cable back into the clamp. As with many other things, connecting the cable was a lot
easier with things like an engine, radiator and grill not in the way. Fortunately, I was able to reach up
from the bottom to make the repair. A third arm, about four feet long and two inches in diameter
would have helped but I got by with what I have. The set screw holding the cable is now good and
tight.

As mentioned last month, any further
progress on the brakes and suspension
was being delayed by a lack of tires.

After much research, I decided on
Vredestein Sprint Classics. They have the
look of a period-correct tire but with a
modern construction and rubber com-
pound. They are also merely expensive
as compared to the period Michelin XWX
or Dunlop Sport tires, which are ridicu-
lously expensive. (See photo at right)

My new wire wheels, which have been
in the basement for a few years, are
slightly wider than stock at six inches
versus 5.5 inches. This allows a slightly
wider 205 width tire, which gives the car
a slightly more aggressive look. The
wider wheel and tire would not fit on the
rear if | did not opt to replace the factory
“spats” with the lower profile “Coombs”
style spats. As with the wider tires, the
Coombs spats give the car a racier, more
aggressive look which I really like. Itis a §
pretty common conversion with Mk2 Jags
as the original spats don’t appeal to every-
one.

The tires were ordered from Tire Rack
and shipped to Foreign Traffic which is
one of the few places that can still mound and balance a tire on a spline drive wire wheel. Once home,
I was able to start the process of swapping out the bolt-on wheel hubs for the spline drive wheel hubs.

The rear hubs, which had been previously removed via a task that nearly brought me to tears, came
off easily. The brake caliper must come back off to clear the brake rotor attached to the hub. Once
the new hubs were in place, the final brake plumbing could be completed.

The front hubs are very easy to replace. As with the rears, the brake calipers need to be removed to
clear the brake rotors, and then replaced.

Many articles ago I mentioned that I am replacing the

front, stock brakes with aftermarket Willwood brakes.
- This, too, is a common conversion and provides improved
- stopping power. As with any aftermarket “upgrade” things
did not fit perfectly and some modifications were neces-
sary. One thing I really did not like was that the rigid feed
pipe into the caliper is not supported where it connects to
the flexible brake hose. I was afraid that over time, the
 stress on the feed pipe could cause it to fatigue and fail. 1
mocked up a bracket using thin gauge metal that I could
easily cut and bend. Once satisfied with the fit, I bought a
sheet of a much thicker 16-gauge steel and fabricated the
- brackets. As with some of my other metal fabrication ef-
forts, they are functional but maybe a little funny looking.

The final accomplishment was to drop off my old drive -
shaft at a shop in Lawrenceville so that they could scav-
enge the Jaguar specific flanges to make me a new,
longer driveshaft on account of my non-original Tremec
S-speed gearbox. (See photo at right)

The place is a throwback to a time before Lawrence-
ville became overrun with $12 a cup coffee shops. They
have my complete confidence.
